Facilities
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School Grounds and Classrooms:

DGMKYV is a modern, brick built, semi-open plan
school, occupying an elevated site in Village
Raipur. The school, which has very pleasant
surroundings including gardens and playing fields
and serves a well-established but growing rural
community of cluster of Villages of Tehsil
Sawayajpur in District Hardoi, Uttar Pradesh. The
school also has relatively easy access to
surrounding Villages.
